Reason for this Report

1. To record a Bridleway from Woodfield Avenue to Taff Terrace, Radyr on the 
Definitive Map and Statement.

2. The Radyr and Morganstown Community Council wanted to establish legal 
status and proven rights on this well used historic route.

3. Although a well-used path, no recorded status or rights had been established 
by investigation and thus recorded on the Definitive Map.

5. The PROW team investigated the case history, scrutinised witness forms and, 
in the absence of any contrary evidence, there is historic supporting evidence 
to show the public have used the path as of right and without hindrance for a 
twenty year period.
