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Background

1. Following most Committee meetings, the Chair writes a letter to the

2. Committee letters and their responses are now included with the
Committee papers on the internet, to ensure that all documents relating

to the Committee meeting are accessible and public.

Issues

3. Committee letters are sent following discussions around the key points
raised in the Committee during the Way Forward section of the meeting,
and are linked to the formal minutes of the meetings. Responses received
from Cabinet Members and external witness, where appropriate, are also
copied to the papers for the relevant meeting Children and Young People
Scrutiny Committee papers and are evidenced in future reports or copied
to Members if requested. A copy of the letters sent and responses

received during the past month are attached.
