o believes that services should be delivered on a person-centred and
child-centred basis.

option for further legislation if necessary;

. requests that the relevant scrutiny committee of this Council produces a
piece of work, in collaboration with relevant stakeholders, on what more
this Council can do to support those living with autism in Cardiff.
