103 : LORD MAYOR'S ANNOUNCEMENTS
The Lord Mayor made reference to the following:
White Ribbon Day 2020

The symbol of the global movement of men and boys working to end violence against
women and girls has been projected onto the Castle Keep, one of Cardiff's most
iconic landmarks, to mark yesterday’s United Nations Day for the elimination of
violence against women and girls.

More commonly known as White Ribbon Day, November 25 every year is an
opportunity to raise awareness of the movement, which works towards ending male
violence against women and promote gender equality. The campaign engages men
to stand up and speak out to make their commitment to ending violence against
women and girls known.

The White Ribbon was projected onto the walls of the castle keep, signalling Cardiff's
commitment and aspiration for a future without male violence against women, while
the flowerbed outside the Castle has also been planted with white flowers in the
shape of a ribbon.
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A series of digital events is being held in support of White Ribbon Day including a
virtual candlelit vigil, multi-agency awareness-raising and training sessions for
professionals, as well as public online events for anyone who would like to find out
more about services and support available in Cardiff and the Vale of Glamorgan. The
events conclude on December 10 which marks United Nations Human Rights Day.

Two RSPCA PawPrints for Cardiff Dogs Home

Cardiff Dogs Home has received two RSPCA PawPrints awards - a Gold award in
the Stray Dogs category and a Silver award in the Kennelled Dogs category.

The awards have been made in recognition of the fact the standard of kennelling
provided by the Dogs Home, and the way they look after stray dogs, exceeds basic
and statutory service requirements. The service is supported by local charity ‘The
Rescue Hotel' which raises funds to provide additional services such as qualified
behaviourists for dogs awaiting rehoming.
